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The Cambridge CELTA Course Online at IH Budapest
What is it?

The Cambridge CELTA Course Online is the CELTA course in a blended learning format. That means that part of the course is delivered online, and part of it face-to-face.

Who’s it for?

Perhaps you’d like to take the CELTA, but you don’t live in Budapest and therefore can’t attend the fulltime or part-time course, because it’s impractical for you to travel to Budapest 3 to 5 times a week. With the on-line component, you only need to come to IH Budapest once a week on 14 occasions, for a half-day each time. These 14 occasions will spread over the 20 weeks that the course is typically timetabled for.
How does it work?

The CELTA, in whatever format you take it, is made up of two main components: input and teaching practice (in addition to assessed written assignments). On the online CELTA, the input is delivered online, using interactive tasks, guided video observation and forum discussion; the materials for the online input were created by Cambridge ESOL and you can access them at times that suit you. Teaching practice, an essential part of the training process, takes place on IH Budapest premises on Friday afternoons. You work with other course candidates in small groups (TP groups) and share a group of ’guinea pig’ students; lessons are observed by an experienced IH Budapest CELTA trainer, who conducts oral feedback as well as giving written feedback, exactly the same as on the fulltime and part-time courses.

Is the qualification different from the face-to-face CELTA?

No, it’s exactly the same qualification. Online CELTA training is assessed and moderated according to the same criteria as the face-to-face course, and the course leads to full CELTA qualification. 
Is it better to do the Online CELTA or the face-to-face one?

We have always offered the CELTA in different formats—the 4 week fulltime and the 12 week part-time—and participants always choose the course format according to practical considerations as well as their learning style. As mentioned above, the Online CELTA is particularly suited to people living at a distance from Budapest, who can come to Budapest once a week. Rather than relocating and bearing accommodation costs, you only need to get yourself to Budapest on 14 occasions (you can even do the interview from home!). Also, as it takes place over a 5 month period, the online CELTA is suited to those who don’t have the time for the more intensive formats. Finally, the online format is suited to those who prefer online learning. One might say that the face-to-face course is more suited to people who prefer face-to-face learning, but keep in mind that on all the course formats, teaching practice and feedback are conducted face-to-face.

Do I need to apply for the Online CELTA separately?

No, simply download and fill out one of our CELTA applications. You’ll be asked for your preference of course in the application, but if you’re unsure of which format to do the course in, feel free to discuss this with your interviewer, or contact us directly.
Anything else I should know?

If you’re considering the Online CELTA, you should of course have good computer skills, easy access to good broadband internet, and a high level of comfort with using the internet. As well as being available to come to the school on 14 occasions, you will also need to take part in liveroom discussions (online) on 12 Thursday evenings. You should also be aware that the Online CELTA has an additional fee for the online course materials, currently 80 GBP or 25.000 HUF.
